Do you know how to display the American Flag vertically on your residence
or your place of business?

When the national flag is displayed flat, either horizontally or vertically, onawall orin a
window, the union (blue field) should be at the top and to the flag’s own right (to the
observer’s left when facing the flag).
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Remember, when displaying the flag vertically
or horizontally on a wall or in a window, the blue
field should be to the left. (There are different rules
for displaying a flag vertically over a street.) For more
on flag etiquette please visit: www.vfw.org and
search for flag etiquette or visit
www.americanflagfoundation.org.
